· Applicants must already be accepted into a program of studies at the post-secondary level 
· Applicant must use the funds within 1 year of receipt of approval of  the scholarship
· Scholarship funds will be sent directly to the post-secondary institution

· Three support letters from organizations / individuals attesting to your unpaid community involvement / volunteer work. These letters may speak to your current and/or past volunteer involvements.
