· More than one project can receive funding, however this might not make good financial sense as the pool of money will be small

· This money is an investment into the community and Housing First activities are the same as the Housing First readiness activities set out by the Federal Government for the Homelessness Partnering Strategy funding

· John will send the RFEI to Mia and she will post on the COF website

· Mike asked if COF could apply for the RFEI funding and distribute this in conjunction with the August 10, 2015 Call For Proposals. 
· John will get back to COF about the potential for this. 

	

	4. CAB-H Working Group: Service Mapping update- Cheryl Miller/Mia Burgess
	

	· Ellen presented the Service Map update. 
· 4 CAB-H members attended the Service Map sub-committee meeting: Mike, Cheryl, Ellen and Maribeth. This group will meet again in August. Mia will also attend.
· KCR revised their Housing Providers Quick Reference Guide. Ellen presented the guide and the KCR geographical map of housing services. This geographical map can be found on the KCR website KCR.ca: under ‘Services and Programs’.
· Ellen asked “what additional information does the CAB-H want included in the service map?”
· CAB-H decided that a one page quick reference housing map would be beneficial to educate the broader community on housing services in Kelowna.  The one page map would list: The housing provider, the capacity (beds) and how beds are being utilized (may depend on the season/vacancy rates).

· Cheryl would like to include UBC-O research students in broader service mapping research
· Cab-H agreed they can only provide a housing map. CAB-H doesn’t have the resources to expand on map beyond housing providers.
· BC Housing will provide stats. Service Mapping sub-Committee will reconvene once they receive the BC Housing stats.
· Can we paint a full picture of homelessness without including outreach services? No, however, it is beyond the capacity of the Service Mapping sub-committee to take on such a broad task. 

· PIN was created at KCR as a type of dashboard for organizations to connect on and use as a tool for understanding services and housing available in the community. PIN is not being utilized. 

· The Service Delivery map being worked on is only any good if it can be continually modified to reflect changes in the community. 

	

	5. BC Housing: Vulnerability Assessment Tool (VAT) training- Mike Gawliuk
	

	· VAT Training will take place on the week of September 28th. 
· Training is FREE
· BC Housing is meeting with Executive Director’s next week.

· Mia will attend the first day of training.

· Emails were sent out for organizations to sign up
· CAB-H should speak to their sectors about accessing the training because it is NOT just for organizations currently receiving BC Housing funding

· Mike advised that a challenge that came up at the BC Housing initial meeting about VAT was that the community does not have a shared understanding of the definition of terms used such as “Outreach Worker”. It is hard to get a clear understanding of services in the community, if there is no agreed upon definitions. 

· VAT can be a shard tool among all housing service providers to screen for housing choices. It is used in many other communities for Housing First activities as well.
