	Randy put forward a motion to accept the meeting minutes, Avril motioned to accept and Beth seconded.

	

	3. Terms of Reference (TOR)-changes
	Randy

	The TOR indicates that it will be reviewed annually or as required. It was last revised in January 2014. The Executive CAB-H proposed the following changes to the TOR: 

Roles and Responsibilities of Members:
Change current wording: “Request permission through the CE or the Chair for an alternate to attend a meeting” to “Make arrangements through the CE or the Chair for an alternate to attend a meeting”.
Add under this section: “Membership attendance will be reviewed annually to ensure adequate sector representation on the CAB-H”

Structure and Governance:

Add under this section: “The CAB-H has a Chair and Vice Chair elected by CAB-H members annually”

Liz motioned to accept the changes and Phil seconded.
Mia will add the approved changes to the TOR and distribute the revised TOR to all CAB-H members.


	

	4. CAB-H Executive Election
	Randy

	Christene asked why the CAB-H is having an executive election when the direction of the CAB-H has not been decided. She suggested the CAB-H decide on what the focus of the CAB-H is, prior to elections. She suggested it wouldn’t be fair to elect a Chair and Vice Chair if there is no clear direction for the CAB-H.
Maribeth disagreed that the CAB-H needs to determine its direction prior to executive elections. 

Randy advised that the CAB-H is currently in discussions about the direction of the CAB-H.

John commented that we need someone to focus the CAB-H and lead us forward. The direction of the CAB-H doesn’t necessarily need to be determined before we elect a new Chair and Vice Chair. 
Maribeth advised that the CAB-H executive committee discussed the idea of having a Chair and Vice Chair that are at an “arm’s length”, perhaps someone who does not work for an organization that plans to apply for future HPS money. This would mean there is no conflict of interest and the Chair and Vice Chair can support the CE more fully in terms of reviewing documents, such as the CFP.
Avril advised that she is in favour of a more neutral Chair and Vice Chair. Liz agreed. Avril commented that she sees the role of the Chair and Vice Chair as consultation roles, not just a deciding role. 

Mike expressed that he thinks the CAB-H needs to “land” and asked “what is this group about?” He suggested that membership depends on having a purpose in the group. A newly elected Chair and Vice Chair would need to accept responsibility of assisting with defining the role of the CAB-H. 

Diane commented that CAB-H needs leadership. 
Christene expressed that she thinks it is important for the CAB-H to hear issues in the community and to utilize other groups, such as Partners for a Healthy Downtown, to gain an understanding of what is happening in the community. 

The CAB-H collectively decided to go forward with elections on this date.
Randy put his name forward for Chair. Avril put her name forward and Vice Chair. Maribeth advised she would not put her name forward for Vice Chair. No other CAB-H members put their names forward. 

Randy and Avril left the room. Maribeth motioned to accept Randy as Chair and Liz seconded. Liz motioned to accept Avril as Vice Chair and Maribeth seconded. All were in favour. 

	

	5. Survey results discussion: Elements of a well-functioning CAB-H

	It was suggested that a working group be established for the purpose of coming up with options for the direction of the CAB-H and presenting these options to the CAB-H at the next meeting.
John suggested he could get a facilitator from Interior Health to facilitate this meeting.
